Viksvinés Zemapelkeés didele risiy jvairove nepasizymi. Sioje pelkéje vyrauja aukstosios viksvos
(Carex elata), sudarancios stambius, apie 0,5 m ar net aukstesnius kupstus. Pasitaiko snapuotyjy
(C. rostrata), paprastyjy (C. nigra), pailgujy (C. elongata), zilyjy (C. cinerea) viksvy. Tarp
kupsty telksanciame vandenyje auga puokstinés silingeés (Lysimachia thyrsiflora), trilapiai
puplaiskiai (Menyanthes trifoliata), o ant kupsty jsikuria paprastosios Silingeés (Lysimachia
vulgaris). Po visq pelke padrikai pasklidusios auga pelkinés usnys (Cirsium palustre).
Zemapelkés pakrascivose galima aptikti nedideléemis grupelémis augancius pelkinius
skiautaliipius (Epipactis palustris), pasitaiko pavieniy baltijiniy gegiiniy (Dactylorhiza
longifolia), kurios yra jrasytos j Lietuvos raudongjq knygq.

MARSH

Sedgy low-lying marshlands do not distinguish by the variety of species. Dominating
plant in this marsh is tufted grass (Carex elata) growing in large humps sometimes
higher than 0,5m. Bottle sedge (C. rostrata), smooth black sedge (C. nigra), elongated
sedge (C. elongata) andcarex canescens (C. cinerea) also might be found here. Tufted
loosestrife (Lysimachia thyrsiflora) and bogbean (Menyanthes trifoliata) grows in the
water among the humps though garden loosestrifes (Lysimachia vulgaris) find their
home on the humps. Marsh thistles (Cirsium palustre) grow randomly spreaded all
around the marsh. On the sides of the low-lying marshland small groups of marsh
helleborine (Epipactis palustris) might be
Jound. Single marsh orchid (Dactylorhiza
Lysimachia vulgaris longifolia) is rare here, this plant is included
to the Red Book of Lithuania.
